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The House and Senate have each passed separate versions of the Fiscal Year 2010 Appropriations Bills.
The Senate version of the budget largely utilizes Federal Economic Recovery/Budget Stabilization
funding to restore cuts that had been proposed by the House version of the bills. The bills will go to a
Conference Committee in the coming weeks to resolve the differences.

In addition, House Budget Chair Allen Icet has introduced several unique appropriations bills this year
that utilize a portion of the Federal Economic Recovery/Budget Stabilization funding. These bills, House
Bills 18-21 include funding for some items that were not included in the House FY 2010 Appropriations
Bills, but that were funded in the Senate FY 2010 Appropriations Bills. In addition, Representative Icet
does fund some significant items within HB 18 — 21 that were left out of both the Senate and House
versions of the FY 2010 Appropriations Bills.

Although it isn’t clear how the distinctions between the “normal” appropriations bills and “unique”
appropriations bills will be reconciled, the Missouri Budget Project assumes that Conference Committee
members will take these “unique” bills into account when finalizing the FY 2010 Appropriations bills and
vice versa. The following summarizes some of the significant Social Services items that will be debated.

Federal Budget Stabilization Funding House Bills 20 & 21 Items of Interest:

Increase for the Clothing and Diaper Allowance for Foster Children in House Bill 20

The Governor recommended using $1.3 million in general revenue and $330,000 in federal funds to
increase the clothing and diaper allowance for foster children. Currently, foster families, who are caring
for children who are wards of the state, are given a clothing allowance equal to just 35 percent of the
USDA (United States Department of Agriculture) standard for foster children. The increased funding
would raise the clothing allowance rate to 65 percent of the USDA Standard and would extend the age
limit for diaper allowance from 2 to 3 years of age. The funding for this was not included in House Bill
11, but was included in HB 20.

Funding for Child Care Included in HB 21

The Federal Economic Recovery Act included $42.5 million in funding for child care through the Child
Care Development Block Grant. House Bill 21 appropriates the amount to the Department of Social
Services for use in funding child care services.

Funding for Public Transportation and Intercity Buss Services Included in HB 21
The Federal Economic Recovery Act included significant funding for Transportation specifically and
Budget Stabilization generally. House Bill 21 allocates $22.7 million to the Department of Transportation



for “multimodal” and specifically for public transportation or intercity bus service. This funding could
assist the St. Louis and Kansas City Regions that are struggling with continuing public transportation
during the economic crisis. People most impacted include low and middle income workers, people with
disabilities and children who rely on public transportation to get to work and school.
